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Sartaj Aziz is the Vice Chancellor of the Beaconhouse National University at Lahore. A development economist, he received his education at Punjab University in Pakistan and subsequently a Masters’ degree in development economics from Harvard University, USA in 1963. 

He started his career as a civil servant, most of which he spent in the national Planning Commission, where he was deeply involved in the formulation and implementation of Pakistan’s Second and Third Five Year Plans. In 1971, he began his twelve years international career, when he joined FAO as Director of Commodities and Trade Division. In 1973-74, he served as Deputy Secretary General of the World Food Conference, held in Rome in November 1974 and was the principal architect of the global food security system which was approved by the World Food Conference and of the proposal to establish the International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD). In 1977, after serving as Deputy Executive Director of the World Food Council, he joined IFAD as Assistant President and was the first staff member of that organization as it opened its doors on 13 December 1977. He played a major role in building IFAD and in designing its lending policies.

The third phase of Mr. Aziz’s career started in 1984 when he returned to Pakistan to begin his political career as Minister of State for Food and Agriculture, a position he occupied for four years. He was elected to the Pakistan Senate in March 1985 and remained its member till October 1999. After two years in the opposition, he served as Finance Minster from August 1990 to June 1993 and again from February 1997 to August 1998. He was Pakistan’s Foreign Minster from August 1998 to October 1999.


Maj Gen Dipankar Banerjee (Retd), served in key operational and staff assignments in the Indian Army seeking early retirement in 1996. He attended the Staff College in Camberley, UK in 1971-72 and the National Defence College, at Delhi in 1987. His last active command in the army was as the Divisional Commander in the Kashmir valley in 1991-92. He has also pursued academic, strategic and peace studies since the last seventeen years. He was a Senior Fellow and later the Deputy Director of the Institute for Defence Studies and Analyses. From May 1999 to August 2002 Banerjee was the Director of the South Asian think tank, Regional Centre for Strategic Studies located in Colombo, Sri Lanka. During 2002-2003 he was the Jennings Randolph Fellow at the US Institute of Peace, Wash DC. Since Sep 2003 he is back as the Director, Institute of Peace and Conflict Studies. Among others Banerjee was an International Adviser with the ICRC at Geneva from 2000-2003 and the UN Consultant to the Group of Governmental Experts reviewing the Conventional Arms Register in 2000.  
Major General William F. Burns (Retd), 9th Director of the U.S. Arms Control and Disarmament Agency, was born in Scranton, Pennsylvania and graduated from La Salle College (1954) and later from Princeton University (1969) with a master's degree in public affairs. He was commissioned in the U.S. Army Field Artillery in 1954. General Burns served in every type of field 

artillery cannon unit during his first twenty-five years’ service culminating in command of a field artillery brigade in West Germany in 1976. He later headed the US Army Liaison Office to the German Army. He attained the rank of major general before his retirement in 1988 to assume the directorship of the U.S. Arms Control and Disarmament Agency. As a general officer, he served as the Joint Chiefs of Staff representative to the Intermediate Range Nuclear Forces negotiations in Geneva from 1981 to 1983 and 1985 to 1986. In 1986 he was seconded to Department of State where he served as Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary of State for Political-Military Affairs. He was recalled from retirement in 1992, when President G.H.W. Bush appointed him his special envoy to Russia and other states of the former Soviet Union to negotiate the terms of U.S. assistance to dismantle former Soviet nuclear weapons. Later, he served as chairman of the National Academy of Science’s 1997 study on the future of U.S. nuclear weapons policy. He currently serves on several US Government advisory panels and is a member of the US Catholic Bishops’ Conference Committee on International Affairs. General Burns was appointed as a judge of the Court of Judicial Discipline of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in 1993. He is president emeritus of the U.S. War College Foundation at Carlisle Barracks, Pennsylvania, a Distinguished Fellow of the Army War College and Honorary Colonel of the 5th U.S. Field Artillery Regiment. 

Shri P.R. Chari is a former member of the Indian Administrative Service (1960 batch/Madhya Pradesh Cadre). He served in several senior positions at the Central and State level. During the course of his official career he served two spells (1971-75 & 1985-88) in the Ministry of Defence. His last position there was Additional Secretary.  His last position in the Government was as Chief Executive of the Narmada Valley Development Authority.

On the academic side he was Director of the Institute for Defence Studies and Analyses, New Delhi (1975-80), International Fellow, Centre for International Affairs, Harvard University (1983-84), Research Professor, Centre for Policy Research (1992-96), New Delhi and Visiting Fellow, University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign (1998). Co-Director and Director, Institute of Peace and Conflict Studies New Delhi (1996-2003). Currently he is Research Professor at the Institute of Peace and Conflict Studies.

He has worked extensively on nuclear disarmament, non-proliferation and Indian defence issues. He has published over 1200 op-ed articles in newspapers/ websites, and over 130 monographs and major papers in learned journals/chapters in books in India and abroad. 

Chari recently completed a project on Limited War under the Nuclear Shadow in South Asia funded by the US Institute of Peace, and is currently working on a project relating to India-Pakistan crises since 1980 funded by the US Department of Energy.

Dr. Pervaiz Iqbal Cheema is the President of the Islamabad Policy Research Institute (IPRI). Born at Sialkot in 1940 he was initially educated at Sialkot but acquired his Master's in History at Lahore.  His pursuit of higher education subsequently took him to Punjab University, Oslo University (Norway), Vienna University (Austria), Aberdeen University (U.K.) and finally to Quaid-i-Azam University (Pakistan) where he completed his PhD.

 Dr. Cheema has been a teacher for almost 28 years. In Pakistan he taught at Government College (Lahore), Administrative Staff College (Lahore) and Quaid-i-Azam University, (Islamabad). Dr. Cheema has been a Director General, Academy of Educational Planning and Management, Ministry of Education, Government of Pakistan. from November 1996 to September 2000 During his 19 years stay at Quaid-i-Azam University; he served as the Chairman of International Relation's Department as well as Defence and Strategic Studies Department for more than 14 years.  

Dr. Cheema is a scholar of international repute He has published more than 100 research articles and over 400 other general articles/columns etc. In addition, he has authored many books and monographs. His most recent works include The Armed Forces of Pakistan (2002), Perceptions, Politics and Security in South Asia: The Compound Crisis of 90(co-authored), Conflict Resolution and Regional Cooperation in South Asia( Co-editor), Arms Race and Nuclear Developments in South Asia (Co-editor).  
Stephen Cohen has been Senior Fellow in Foreign Policy Studies at the Brookings Institution since 1998. In 2004 he was named as one of the five hundred most influential people in the field of foreign policy by the World Affairs Councils of America. Professor Cohen was a faculty member at the University of Illinois from 1965 to 1998. From 1992-93 he was Scholar-in-Residence at the Ford Foundation, New Delhi, and from 1985-87, a member of the Policy Planning Staff of the U.S. Department of State, where he dealt with South Asia. Dr. Cohen has written, co-authored, or edited ten books. These include The Idea of Pakistan,(September, 2004), India: Emerging Power (June 2001, with Japanese, Indian, Chinese, and Taiwanese editions), The Pakistan Army (revised edition 1998), The Indian Army (revised edition, 2000), the co-authored Brasstacks and Beyond: Perception and Management of Crisis in South Asia (1995), India: Emergent Power? and Perception, Politics, and Security in South Asia: the Compound Crisis of 1990 2003. Edited books include Nuclear Proliferation in South Asia (1990) and South Asia after the Cold War (1993) and a co-authored book on the Kargil and 2002 crises is nearing completion. 

Ivo H. Daalder is a senior fellow at the Brookings Institution in Washington, DC.  From 1995 to 1996 he was director for European affairs on President Clinton’s national security council staff.  A specialist in American foreign policy, European security, and national security affairs, Daalder has authored ten books, including most recently the award-winning America Unbound: The Bush Revolution in Foreign Policy (with James M. Lindsay).  Other recent publications include Protecting the American Homeland (Brookings 2002); Getting to Dayton: The Making of America’s Bosnia Policy (Brookings 2000), and Winning Ugly: NATO’s War to Save Kosovo (Brookings 2000).
Lt Gen. Asad Durrani(Retd) graduated from Government College Lahore in 1959, and was commissioned from the Pakistan Military Academy (PMA) in 1960.During his 34 years with the Army, he did a number of command, staff and instructional appointments, and took part in the wars of 65 and 71.

Some of his noteworthy employment include instructorship at PMA and Command and Staff College Quetta; Director General Military Intelligence and Inter Services Intelligence; Inspector General Training and Evaluation at the GHQ; and Commandant National Defence College. He retired in May 1993.

Gen. Durrani is also a graduate of the German General Staff Academy and has done a stint as Pakistan’s defence attaché in Germany. After his retirement from the Army he was appointment as ambassador to the Federal Republic of Germany (May 94 to May 97); and after the military takeover to the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia from 2000 to 2002. 

Ejaz Haider is a News Editor of The Friday Times(TFT) and Contributing Editor of Daily Times(DT). He was a Ford Scholar at the Programme in Arms Control, Disarmament and International Security at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign in 1997 and Visiting Fellow in the Foreign Policy Program at the Brookings Institution in Washington D.C. in 2002-2003. He has written extensively on politics, national and regional security, civil-military relations and political Islam for TFT and DT as well as a number of foreign publications.
Bruce W. Jentleson is currently a Professor of Public Policy and Political Science at the Terry Sanford Institute of Public Policy. He served as Director of the Sanford Institute from 2000 – 2005.  Main areas: international relations, American foreign policy. Research and publications on issues of foreign policy strategy such as military intervention, preventive diplomacy, conflict prevention and economic sanctions; public opinion and other aspects of foreign policy politics; regional security in the Middle East; and developing a theory of liberal realism and post-Cold War American foreign policy. Most recent publications include "The Need for Praxis: Bringing Policy Relevance Back In," International Security (Spring 2002); American Foreign Policy: Dynamics of Choice (W.W. Norton, 2000); Opportunities Missed, Opportunities Seized: Preventive Diplomacy in the Post-Cold War Era, ed. (Rowman and Littlefield, 1999), and "Still Pretty Prudent: Post-Cold War American Public Opinion and Use of Force", Journal of Conflict Resolution 8/98.

Bharat Karnad is currently a Research Professor at the Centre for Policy Research, New Delhi.  Karnad the author of Nuclear Weapons and Indian Security: The Realist Foundations of Strategy, Second Edition (Macmillan India, 2002, 2005) and edited Future Imperilled: India’s Security in the 1990s and Beyond (Viking/Penguin India, 1994). Formerly, he was member of the (First) National Security Advisor Board, National Security Council, Government of India and, specifically, member, of the nuclear doctrine drafting group, and Adviser on defence expenditure to the (Tenth) Finance Commission, India.  He is consulted by the three Armed Services Headquarters and Integrated Defence Staff,  Ministry of Defence, and is regular lecturer at Indian military training institutions.

Edward C. Luck is director of the Center on International Organization and professor of practice in international and public affairs at Columbia University.  Previously, he served as president of the United Nations Association of the USA (1984-1994), as one of the architects of the U.N. reform efforts from 1995 to 1997, and as founder of a research center at NYU Law and Princeton’s Woodrow Wilson School (1997-2001).  He is the author of Mixed Messages: American Politics and International Organization, 1919-1999 and co-editor, with Michael W. Doyle, of International Law and Organization: Closing the Compliance Gap (Rowman and Littlefield, August 2004).
Professor Amitabh Mattoo is currently Vice-Chancellor of Jammu University. He was Professor of International Relations at Jawaharlal Nehru University and Director of Core Group on National security. He is on the Governing Council of the Nuclear Science Centre and is on the Standing Committee of the Association of Indian Universities. Professor Mattoo has been a member of India’s National Security Council’s Advisory Board from 2002-2004.
Professor Mattoo did his Doctorate in International Relations from the University of Oxford, United Kingdom. Professor Mattoo was born in Srinagar on 26 June 1962. He had his early education in Burn Hall School, Srinagar and the Jawaharlal Nehru University,
Professor Mattoo has been visiting Professor at Stanford University, USA and the University of Notre Dame and the University of Paris. Professor Mattoo has been Chairperson of the Centre for International Politics, Organization and Disarmament at Jawaharlal Nehru University. Dr. Mattoo has published eight books and more than forty articles in leading international journals.

Lt. General Satish Nambiar (Retd) is currently the Director of the United Service Institution of India. He was commissioned into the Maratha Light Infantry and commanded two battalions of the Regiment, a mechanised brigade group and a Mechanised Division. His operational experience includes service on the CFL/LOC in Jammu and Kashmir, counter insurgency operations in the North East, and active participation in the 1965 and 1971 operations in the sub-continent. A graduate of the Australian Staff College, he was a member of a training team in Iraq, was on the faculty of the Defence Services Staff College, and served as Military Adviser at the High Commission of India in London. As Director General of Military Operations in 1991, he led two defence delegations for talks with Pakistan. Appointed the first Force Commander and Head of the United Nations forces in the former Yugoslavia he set up and ran the mission from 3rd March 1992 to 2nd March 1993. On 31st August 1994, he retired as the Deputy Chief of the Army Staff. Nambiar is a recipient of the Vir Chakra for bravery in battle, and the Ati Vishist Seva Medal and Param Vishist Seva Medal for distinguished service. He was adviser to the Government of Sri Lanka on certain aspects of the peace process in 2002/03. Nambiar is on the international advisory council of the Folke Bernadotte Academy in Sandoverken, Sweden. From 2nd November 2003 to 30th November 2004 he served on a 16 member high level international panel appointed by the United Nations Secretary General on “Threats, Challenges and Change”.

Susan E. Rice is Senior Fellow in the Foreign Policy Studies Program at the Brookings Institution in Washington, D.C., where her work encompasses a wide range of issues related to U.S. foreign and national security policy.  Her long term research focuses on the national security implications of global poverty and inequality.  Her other areas of expertise include transnational security threats, terrorism, weak and failed states, U.S. foreign assistance, conflict resolution and post-conflict issues, the United Nations, peace and stability operations and African affairs. 

In 2004, Dr. Rice took a leave of absence from Brookings to serve as Senior Advisor for National Security Affairs on the Kerry-Edwards campaign.  Prior to joining Brookings, she served as U.S. Assistant Secretary of State for African Affairs from 1997-2001.  In this capacity, she formulated and implemented overall U.S. policy towards 48 countries of Sub-Saharan Africa, including political, economic, security and humanitarian issues. From 1995-1997, Dr. Rice was Special Assistant to the President and Senior Director for African Affairs at the National Security Council (NSC) and, from 1993-1995, was Director for International Organizations and Peacekeeping at the NSC.  Prior to her White House tenure, Rice was a management consultant at McKinsey and Company, where she served clients in oil and gas, steel, transportation, retail, public/non-governmental and pulp/paper sectors. 

Dr. Rice was the co-recipient of the White House’s 2000 Samuel Nelson Drew Memorial Award for distinguished contributions to the formation of peaceful, cooperative relationships between states.  She is a member of the Council on Foreign Relations and the Aspen Strategy Group, and serves on several boards, including the National Democratic Institute, the U.S. Fund for UNICEF, the Bureau of National Affairs, Inc., the Partnership for Public Service, and the Internews Network.
Ahmer Bilal Soofi is a founding President of Research Society of International Law Pakistan and in that capacity has done extensive consultancy work for various Ministries and other organizations on international law issues. He has rendered legal assistance to Pakistan Missions abroad. He is an international law Consultant to NAB on their overseas legal issues. His articles on international law are widely published.   

He was a member of Pakistan’s delegation to UN General Assembly and where he negotiated UN Convention relating to Corruption.  He is a member of UN Expert Group on terrorism and trans-organized crimes. He has also worked as an expert to UNODC, UNCITRAL, UNESCAP in South Africa, Central Asia, Thailand, Sri Lanka. 

Mr. Soofi lectures regularly on various aspects of international law such as UN, use of force etc at the National Defence College, Pakistan Administrative Staff College, Pakistan Navy War College Lahore, Civil Services Academy, Command and Staff College Quetta, PMA and other leading institutions. He has been a regular faculty member of the Regional Center for Strategic Studies and has in that capacity lectured in China, Sri Lanka, and India. He has been a fellow to Henry L. Stimson Center USA, Cambridge Commonwealth Trust and ACDS Programme University of Chicago. Mr. Soofi is a Board member of WWF Pakistan. 

David Scheffer is visiting professor of international law at The George Washington University Law School.  He served formerly as the former U.S. Ambassador at Large for War Crimes Issues (1997-2001) and Senior Adviser and Counsel to the U.S. Permanent Representative to the United Nations (1993-1996).  He has written extensively on international law and politics.
