· Somali pirates are currently holding four ships and 82 crew members off the east coast of Somalia.

· Since September 16th there have been six attacks off the coast of Somalia although none succeeded in a hijacking.

· Attacks in the South China Sea: 9

· Attacks in Malaysian waters: 14

· Total number of reported attacks off Indonesia: 7 (compared to 28 in 2008)
