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I. Partnership with Economist Intelligence Unit.  Agreement signed in June 2007 which allows us to post EIU country data on CIAO.  Ties in with our efforts to attract more non-American contributors and subscribers.  

Having the Economist brand name associated with CIAO helps promote CIAO’s image abroad as an international electronic publication.  It is to our benefit that The Economist Group is based in London and that it has international name brand recognition.  EIU would include CIAO in its press releases and promotional material.   

Last year at APSA we had posted the basic country data with corresponding detailed maps on CIAO for all 201 countries.  We now have all the content up:  Political background, structure and outlook; economic background, structure, outlook and forecast.  The content is updated quarterly.
